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Intellectual Freedom is freedom of the mind, and 
as such, it is both a personal liberty and a 
prerequisite for all freedoms leading to action.  
Moreover, intellectual freedom, protected by 
the guarantees of freedom of speech and press 
in the First Amendment, forms the bulwark of 
our constitutional republic.
